The best selling, least read book... 
 

The Bible is the best selling, least read book of all time.  In the Eng-
lish language alone, there are 2,000 different translations of the Bible 
(if you include commentaries written in the past 150 years.)  Besides 
these various translations of Scripture, there are also numerous 
niche Bibles from which to choose.   
 
Itôs obvious that people like to purchase Bibles, but the reading them 
part, well, not so much.  (Although, my wife read a survey last winter 
that said the two most read books of the season were the Bible and 
Fifty Shades of Greyðthese readers voted Song of Solomon as their 
favorite book of the Bible.)  One of the reasons that people donôt 
read the Bible is because the Bible isnôt easy to read.  Or said more 
accurately, the Bible isnôt easy to understandðat least some of it 
isnôt easy to understand.  And it can be especially difficult to under-
stand when you think you already know what the Bible says, before 
you even read it.   
 

For example, many of the ñbiblicalò clich®s that we throw around, 
arenôt even in the Bible: ñThis too shall passò - ñForgive and forgetò -

òGod helps those who help themselves.ò--òEverything happens for a 
reason.ò -òWhen God shuts a door he opens a window.ñ 
 
Since we think we already know what the Bible says there is no ap-
parent need to read it.  And when people do ñreadò the Bible it is of-
ten used as some kind of super reference book. (Which is another 
reason the Bible is rarely readðwhenôs the last time you perused a 
dictionary or encyclopedia?)  Unfortunately, the reference book ap-
proach is often a way to use the Bible as a weapon with which to 
assault someone, or as a way to win some argument.   
 
This misuse of the Bible makes it even less likely that someone actu-
ally reads the Bible as the divine narrative that it is.  From beginning 
to end the Bible communicates the story of God and Godôs peopleð
warts and all.   
 
Now, I wouldnôt recommend you start at the beginning and try to 
plow through the whole thing, if you do, youôll probably bog down 
before you finish Exodus.  (conôt. on pg. 5)
